Child Care Licensing (Early Learning and Child Care) Amendment Act, 2020

Amendment A1 agreed to November 24, 2020

Mr. Nixon to move that Bill 39, Child Care Licensing (Early Learning and Child Care)
Amendment Act, 2020, be amended in section 32 as follows:

(a) in clause (a) by striking out the proposed section 23(1) and substituting the following:
Stop order
23(1) The statutory director may, in writing, order a person to cease offering or providing
child care if the statutory director has reasonable grounds to believe that
(a) the person is offering or providing the child care to more than 6 children, not

including the person’s own children, without being authorized to do so under a facility-
based licence, or

(b) an imminent threat to the health, safety or welfare of the children to whom the person
is offering or providing child care exists.

(1.1) On determining that an imminent threat in respect of which an order has been made
under subsection (1)(b) no longer exists, the statutory director must immediately

(a) rescind, in writing, the order, and

(b) provide to the person who is the subject of the order a written notice stating that the
order

(1) is rescinded, and
(ii) is no longer in effect.
(b) by striking out clause (b) and substituting the following:
(b) in subsection (2)

(i) by striking out “director” and substituting “statutory director”, and



(ii) by striking out “to cease offering or providing the child care program” and
substituting “cease offering or providing the child care described in the order”;

(¢) in clause (c) by striking out the proposed subsection (3) and substituting the following:

(3) On being satisfied that subsection (1)(a) or (b) applies to a person’s offering or
provision of child care, the Court may make an order directing the person to cease offering
or providing that child care.
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
